ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

Applicants must satisfy the following conditions:

* be registered in a Quebec university in an undergraduate accounting
program recognized by the Ordre des comptables agréés du Québec
(see Appendix 1 of this document for the list of undergraduate diplomas
recognized by the Ordre);

e provide a confirmation from the registrar of admission to, and
enrolment in, the chosen program;

e complete the Application for an undergraduate scholarship form
included with this document (Appendix 2J;

e state in writing that they have never received an undergraduate
scholarship from the Foundation of Quebec Chartered Accountants;

* be a Canadian citizen or permanent resident;
* meet any other condition that the Foundation deems relevant.

SELECTION CRITERIA

1. DESCRIPTION OF EXTRACURRICULAR AND COMMUNITY
INVOLVEMENT [60%]

Applicants are required to submit an original, two-page document,
describing their extracurricular and community involvement. Applicants
should include all documentation they deem necessary to support their
application.

2. TRANSCRIPTS OF MARKS [30%]

Applicants are required to provide their official transcript for their years
at college and at university in an undergraduate program (overall average
according to most recent transcript).

3. APPLICATION PACKAGE PRESENTATION [10%]

The Committee will consider the presentation of the application package,
including cover letter, print quality and binding, as part of the selection
criteria. The Committee may also determine other relevant selection criteria.
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APPLICANT EVALUATION
AND SELECTION PROCESS

The Selection Committee is made up of four persons who evaluate the
applications received, ensure that the eligibility requirements are met
and select the recipients.

AWARDING OF SCHOLARSHIPS
AND PAYMENT TO RECIPIENTS

The scholarships are payable as soon as the Committee officially selects
the recipients.

The payment will be made as follows: the first instalment of $1,000
is payable as soon as the scholarship is awarded. The second and
final instalment of $500 is payable upon proof of registration in the
Professional Education Program of the Ordre des comptables agréés du
Québec.

Insofar as possible, scholarships will be awarded during an official
ceremony organized by the university. Accordingly, documents to be
given to the recipients will be forwarded to the person in charge of
scholarships at the university. If the scholarship cannot be presented at
an official ceremony, a letter with a cheque will be sent directly to the
recipient.

APPLICATION DEADLINE

Please submit only one copie of the enclosed application, which must be
received no later than January 31, 2011. Incomplete applications will be
rejected.

RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE FOUNDATION

The Foundation’s sole obligations and responsibilities are to pay out each
undergraduate scholarship and ensure compliance with the rules.

CHANGES TO PROGRAM RULES

The Foundation reserves the right to change without notice the amount
of assistance awarded for undergraduate studies and the rules of the
program described in this document.

PERIOD COVERED

The provisions of this document are effective for the fiscal year ending
March 31, 2011.
